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Fish Selection

Clown fish are one of the brightly colored, and are now one of the most easily recognized, salt-water fish.  Typical clowns are 2 to 3 inches long and come in orange, maroon, yellow, tomato red and black.  Species available in the store include: Skunk, Maroon, Tomato, Serbae and Percula.  Juvenile clowns are normally all male.  When raised in pairs, the larger clownfish will become female. 

Compatibility

Clowns are compatible with all the smaller fish species, invertebrates and corals.  Only one clown should normally be selected for a small community tank.  For a large community tank or for a breeding tank, you can often add them as a group.  The best anemones for clowns are the carpet, long tipped rose and purple tipped.  (Corals and anemones are very sensitive to water conditions and are not recommended for starter aquariums and are not required.)

Behavior & Environment

Clowns tend to protect their anemone/territory and dart out to capture food or chase away threats (your hand).  Provide caves and hiding places in their aquarium with plenty of room for swimming.  Allow at least 10 gallons for each fish.  Provide water current/turbulence to assure adequate oxygenation in the aquarium.

Water Conditions

Check water quality at least weekly.  Clowns are sensitive to low salinity, temperature, pH, and alkalinity and to a lack of trace elements in the water.  Plan to add buffer and trace elements at least weekly.  Do regular water changes of 10 to 20% with quality salt at least once a month.  Check new water to assure it is one or two degrees warmer then the aquarium water before adding.

Feeding

A balanced diet of meats, vegetables and cereals is required.  Algae sheets, frozen meats, flake and pellet foods should all be offered regularly.  The fish should fast periodically; avoid fasts of more then a few days.
