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Behavior
Cory’s are entertaining scavengers from South America, typically one to two inches in length.  They are both peaceful and tough and make excellent starter fish.  They are armored bottom feeders and are best appreciated in schools of three or more.  

Selection
There are about 20 species available in the store in various color combinations of black, gray and silver – mottled, solid, spotted and striped with some colored highlights.  Brochis are a closely related species with a longer top fin.

Feeding

Provide them with the sinking pellets designed for bottom feeders and supplement with frozen bloodworms.

Aquarium Set-Up

Allow 10 gallons per fish.  Provide caves or logs for resting.  Do not mix them with large cichlids or catfish.  Avoid significant temperature changes and provide good circulation in the aquarium.  Cory’s prefer a mid to high 70’s temperature and neutral pH and will accept less then perfect water conditions.  As with all fish, they will generally become sick if exposed to rapid or major water condition changes.
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
