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Fish Selection

Most Gouramis come from Southeast Asia and they come to the surface for their air.  The dwarf varieties in the store are full sized at two inches, very colorful in reds, blues, greens and silvers.  They will live either alone or in groups and a single individual Dwarf Gourami can be kept in a 5-gallon aquarium.  

Moderately sized Gouramis of around three inches include the Pearl, Moonlight and Blue.  Color variations of the Blue Gouramis include the Gold, Three-Spot and Opaline.  They generally require 10 gallons for each adult fish.  

Giant, Snakeskin and Kissing Gouramis reach much large sizes and should be provided with 40 or more gallons for each   adult fish.  They are all compatible with similar sized or slightly smaller fish.

Water Conditions

Gouramis are hardy and do best with neutral pH, mid-70’s temperature water.  Perform water changes of 20% at least once a month.

Feeding

Gouramis are insectivores and prefer Community flake food or small pellets.  As a treat, consider any frozen fish food but no more then twice a week.

Breeding

Gouramis will spawn in bubble or debris nests they build for their eggs.  Feed them more meat in preparation for breeding and provide powder or liquid fry food when the babies are free swimming.
