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Fish Selection

Guppies, Mollies, Platys and Swords are typical livebearers.  Adults are typically of one to four inches in length.  They are some of the most brightly colored of the freshwater fish with red, gold, black and silver scales.  We recommend a high quality aquarium salt, such as Bausman, for any aquarium with these fish.  They add interest to any community tank and generally do well with Tetras, Rasboras, small Gouramis, and Corydoras. 

Breeding

Livebearers will breed and produce offspring in almost any aquarium.  The babies need lots of cover as they are about bite size for many tank mates.  Bushy plants and grasses (live or plastic) may protect the babies or they may be moved to a separate tank where they can grow to adult size.

Water Conditions

Livebearers are found all over the world in hard (well water) and soft water (rain water or filtered water) and a wide selection of exotics can be found at A World of Fish.  Please ask an associate about their care.

Feeding

Plan on feeding very small foods with lots of meat and vegetable matter once a day.  Feed lightly as waste food will need to be cleaned out of the aquarium.  Partial water changes of 20% are highly recommended every week or two as a lack of water changes is a primary cause of disease in livebearers.

Monitor the Fish & Water Quality

Monitor the water quality at least weekly for temperature and pH.  Bring a half-cup of water into the store for free testing or purchase a test kit.  Adjust water conditions when appropriate.  Observe fish appearance and behavior daily.  Discuss any changes with an associate as soon as possible.  Avoid crowded aquariums, as they are a major cause of stress and sickness in fish.
