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Fish Behavior

Rainbows are a truly wonderful group of fishes that have been imported from Australia and New Guinea.  This group comes from both quiet and fast running waters, are not particularly sensitive to water conditions, are among the least aggressive tropical fishes and come in some of the most colorful fun shapes.

Match Fish Selection to Aquarium Size

Rainbow Fish are very active and should be kept in schools.  Most types of Rainbows will school together and do best in a group of 5 or 6.  With their typical adult size of 3 to 6 inches, plan on keeping them in an aquarium of 30 gallons or greater.  They do best in warmer water of 78 to 82 F. with some aquarium salt.  Place plants around a central open area in the aquarium.

Feeding  

Consider feeding small pellets or a well balanced flake food as a staple with a supplemental feeding of live or frozen shrimp every other day as they eat insects on the surface in their native habitat.

Fish Selection

We typically have several different kinds of Rainbows in the store such as Blue Eyes, Threadfin, Red, Boesmani, Celebes and Praecox.  Look them over as they make great pets.

Breeding

Rainbow fish scatter their eggs in heavy plant growth.  They do not care for their young and the eggs should be removed from the breeding tank.  The babies hatch in 8 to 10 days and should be fed powdered food every day when they are free swimming.
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
