The Problem
Organic proteins (oils) in the aquarium lower water quality and result in undesirable yellow-colored water.  These organics come from excess food, dead material or fish waste and are often the cause of “unexplained” death.  

Maintaining Water Quality
It is very important, in saltwater aquariums, to remove the organic material (ammonia, nitrite & nitrate) produced by live rock even when starting up the aquarium and help prevent a “crash syndrome” from developing.  Having the right equipment when you start will make those expensive corals or fish, and you, happier and healthier.

Equipment Selection
At a World of Fish, we want to provide you with the equipment that will assure a healthy aquarium.  We have several Protein Skimmers available and want to assist you in finding the best candidate for your application.  We also want to help you to set it up and to maintain it.  We have a number of products operating in the store and can walk you through the selection and set-up of your choice.

Equipment Operation
In general, a protein skimmer produces small air bubbles in a column of water, which strip the organics out of the water, and deposit them in a collection cup at the top of the column.  This action improves the quality of the water by allowing for: increased oxygen saturation in the aquarium (clean water carries more oxygen then dirty water), reduced growth of undesirable algae and assistance through the nitrogen cycle.

Equipment Maintenance
The high levels of minerals in saltwater will require periodic cleaning of the skimmer (every third month or so).  Deposits or debris can plug the smaller venturi holes.  Use drills 1/64 inch smaller then the holes to remove material.  In the Aqua Medic skimmer these are 5/64” and 9/64” drills.
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
